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Tarek Fatah and Raheel Raza left out many important facts in their glowing accounts of
Pakistan. They described Pakistan as the birthplace of Indus Valley civilization and also
the land that gave birth to Buddha and the Sikh religion. They forgot to mention the Indus
Valley civilization was Hindu civilization, which predated Islam. They also neglected to 
mention that since Pakistan's independence, Hindus, Sikhs and Buddhists have been 
persecuted and driven away by the millions. The Hindu population of Pakistan has
been reduced from 12 per cent in 1947 to 1 per cent today, while in India the Muslim 
percentage has risen to 14 per cent. 

Before gleefully taking credit for advanced cultures which predated Pakistan and Islam, 
Pakistanis ought to examine how their nation has treated these cultures. Their record of
persecution, massacres, and ethnic cleansing leaves little to be proud of. 
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
